Traveling Players Ensemble, which gives middle and high school students a chance to act great theater in the great outdoors, still has openings and scholarships in several of its programs.  Kids rehearse plays outdoors and perform them at local sites; high school students also perform on Skyline Drive.  It’s a day camp, with Thursday night campouts (highschoolers end with a three day camping/performing trip.)  The camp is based at The Madeira School in McLean, VA and runs buses around the metro DC area including one that stops at [list your local bus stop here, such as Pyle Middle School]. Scholarships for some programs are still available, and are awarded based on financial need.
 
In the four week camps, middle school students prepare and perform a Moliere play, while high school students prepare and perform a Shakespeare play (this year, its All’s Well that Ends Well).  Traveling Players also offers one week camps in Stage Combat and Clowning, and several of their camps have technical theatre openings.  Their staff are theater professionals, the quality of the performances is exceptional, and campers often end up performing at Wolf Trap's International Children's Festival or other local events.
