One easy way to help Traveling Players is to keep us informed about how Traveling Players has impacted your life.

As you probably know, tuition only covers about 65% of the actual costs of TPE's programs. Grants and gifts make up the rest. Granting organizations love the fact that our faculty to student ratio is an unparalleled 1:4 and that we focus on training ensembles of teens to perform classical theatre in amphitheatres. However, sometimes they find it hard to justify supporting Traveling Players because we reach a relatively small number of students every year (roughly 250 in our various programs). This is where you come in: we need to document the benefits of a Traveling Players education.

We have our own ideas about how the TPE experience shapes our campers, but your perspective is crucial to our understanding. Your feedback is central to helping us raise funds from public and private sources to continue the quality and integrity of the TPE experience. 

Specifically we'd like to know in some detail how the experience has benefited TPE-ers. Once we know these benefits we can share this information with prospective campers and scholarship applicants, parents, and especially funders who could award TPE gifts and grants.

Please help us by taking a few minutes write the ways in which TPE has affected you. Consider, as you are writing: stories from camp as well as opportunities that may have opened up as a result of the TPE experience. I hear stories all the time about a TPE camper who is the only freshman with a substantial role, or gets cast as the lead in their college show, or is offered artistic scholarships (sometimes more than they can accept!), or who writes an impressive essay about subtext in Shakespeare-all of these concrete things are the kinds of stuff that make grantors sit up and take notice of little TPE. So, brag a little. We're an eager audience.
